The Meeting Opened At 6:30 pm.  
Minutes Approved January 27, 2010 - Dan File moved and Paul Hudgeons seconded to changes of the January Minutes. 
Changes- 
1. Revise times for meeting & workshop.
2. RollCall- Record the one nay vote on clarification to zoning.
3. Planning  Commission Input- Drop title down one paragraph. 
OLD BUSINESS
Community Plan- Paul Hudgeons moved and Nora Smith seconded a motion to forward a redline and clean copy of the Proposed Community Plan changes to the BOCC and Town of Lake City for review, with the addition of “Residential” and “Mixed use” designations to Urban 1+2 and RAD 1+2 .  
Motion carried unanimously.  The Planning Commissioners requested a copy of the redline and clean copy being forwarded to the Town and BOCC.
Hoaglin Plats- The Hoaglin Plats changes were discussed.  It was agreed by consensus that the County Administrator with advisement of the County Attorney, work with Mr. Hoaglin and meet in person with his surveyor to walk the surveyor through the changes needed to the plat.  No Motion.
NEW BUSINESS
Review the proposed corrections plat for Rio Grande Pastures Subdivisions- Paul Hudgeons moved & Dan Murphy seconded a motion to approve the final correction plat of Rio Grande Pastures Subdivision, including changing the dashed line representing the boundary of the property and access easement to a solid line, adding “30ft private access easement” to “30ft Private Access and Utilities Easement”, adding the “access easement language” to the verbage on the plat and changing an incorrect spelling of “Hinsdale” in the verbage on the plat. 
Motion carried Unanimously.
Action on Section 10.1-1.B. of the Zoning & Development Regulations-Nora Smith moved and Cindy Dozier seconded a motion to change the wording 10.1-1.B. in the Zoning & Development Regulations to match the wording in the 1979 Zoning document, to correct a clerical error.  Motion carried Unamimously.
Rockin’MB Bar Ranch for Temp. Gravel Pit- The Planning Commission reviewed the Special Use Permit Application of Rockin’MB Bar Ranch for a special use permit and had no comments to forward to the BOCC. Then BOCC is to have a public hearing, possibly having the Public Hearing in the southend of Hinsdale. No Motion
Planning Commission 2010 Budget for Advertising and Training- The Planning Commission discussed the use of advertising money in the 2010 budget.  Danielle Worthen and Cindy Dozier will be working on quarterly ads for the newspaper. To save postage and advertising costs, regular agenda & minutes postings on the Chamber, DIRT & HC websites will be arranged by the County Administration Office as soon at the county website is operating properly.
OTHER BUSINESS
The Planning Commission Scheduling of PC Meetings at Rio Grande & Cathedral Areas- 
The Planning Commission would like the County Administrator to schedule Planning Meetings in the Rio Grande and Cathedral areas in the summer or fall of 2010, preferably on a Thursday.  Postcards to property owners announcing these meetings to area residents, with the county website referenced on the bottom should be enough info to get the participation.  
County Planning Commission Website Page- Update members, terms, meeting dates, agenda & minutes.  Change Land Use tab to “Planning Commission.” Add  Zoning & Development regulations link to the Planning Commission page.
Planning Commission Journal Subscription- This online subscription should be discontinued by the County Administrator.
Dinner Planning Commission Meeting- The Planning Commission will continue to have 5:00pm dinner meetings.  PC Members who wish will contribute $10.00 toward this dinner each month. 
Maps- Nora Smith will continue to work on mapping tools for the Planning Commission.  The County Administrator will formulate a disclaimer to put on general maps that ensures no citizen will rely on the maps to determine actual zoning statues of a property.  She will forward the finish map to Nora S. for review. 

Planning Commission Member Vacancy- The County Administrator will send the Planning Commission Applicant Questionnaire to all applicants, once the deadline for application passes, and schedule interviews.  Interviews will be arranged for the April meeting.
Planning Commission Meeting Dates- The next meetings of the Planning Commission will be on Thursday, March 18th, April 22 and May 20 and subsequently, every third Thursday of each month of 2010 with Workshop starting at 4:00pm and Regular Meeting starting at 6:00pm.  Meetings will be rescheduled if there is a conflict with holidays.  The County Administrator will make a list of meeting dates for 2010 and forward by email to PC members.  
Position Statement of Structures- The County Administrator will make copies of the position statement on Structures Per parcel + provide to each PC Member for their PC Books.
