BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

Meeting of June 2, 2010

The following minutes are a summary of the proceedings of the Board.  A CD recording of the meeting is available to listen to in the Clerk’s office.  
Commissioner Flynn Mangum called the Board of County Commissioners’ regular meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. on June 2, 2010.  Those present were Commissioner Flynn Mangum, Commissioner Stan Whinnery, Commissioner Allen Brown, County Attorney Charles Cliggett, Administrator Laurie Vierheller, Road Supervisor Robert Hurd, Enforcement Officer Charlie Curtis, Treasurer Kerry Carl, Clerk Linda Ragle and general public.
The County Board of Health’s quarterly meeting was first on the agenda and Public Nurse Carol Murphy gave the update.
Commissioner Brown motioned to approve the meeting’s agenda with one modification, adding a letter to Congressman Salazar in reference to agricultural ranges and permits.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Whinnery motioned to approve May’s minutes as written.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Under citizen comments from the floor Mr. Tom Russell talked about road closures over the years and not only roads disappearing but also  no sheep on Engineer Pass.  Tom stated that the Commissioners need to ask the question,”What is going on?”  Tom hopes that there will be no further road closures in the future and asked the Commissioners to try to make sure there are no further road closures.
Mr. Henry Woods stated that he is in favor of the existing Wilderness Study Areas being designated as Wilderness Areas.  Henry is 99% sure that only one road, the Lost Creek Trail, will be closed.  The Wilderness Areas were formed after years of public input.
Brian St. George and Sally Thodes with the BLM were next on the agenda.  Brian stated that the Alpine Loop Recreation Plan has been ongoing for almost 4 years.  There will be no closure of any roads on the existing route of the Alpine Loop.  The Alpine Loop Recreation Plan is completely separate from Trout Unlimited’s Alpine Triangle Conservation Area.  The Wilderness Study Areas will stay as they are.  

It was confirmed that you can pull off the road to cut firewood so that you are not impeding traffic or you can pull off on an existing two track road to camp but you may not go further than 300 ft.

Commissioner Brown motioned to adopt Resolution #15, Series 2010, a resolution approving the re-plat of the Lake San Cristobal Inn Condominiums.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Whinnery motioned to adopt Resolution #16, Series 2010, a resolution approving the plat of the Hoaglin Family Property.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Brown motioned to approve and sign a letter of endorsement for the Library District’s capital facilities plan and ballot issue.  This is for a temporary mill levy of .97 mills for four years.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Whinnery motioned to adopt Resolution #17, Series 2010, a resolution adopting amended by-laws for the Lodging Tax Board.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Brown motioned to adopt Resolution #18, Series 2010, a resolution amending the Lodging Tax distribution policy and procedure.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Whinnery motioned to adopt Resolution #19, Series 2010, a resolution extending the temporary moratorium prohibiting the use or establishment of any building or business as a Medical Marijuana Dispensary.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Brown motioned to approve and sign a MOU between CDPHE Prevention Services Division, Children with Special Health Care Needs Unit Traumatic Brain Injury Program and Hinsdale County Public Health Agency.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Whinnery motioned to approve and sign a MOU between CDPHE and the Board of County Commissioners of Hinsdale County for the Colorado Works Program and the Colorado Child Care Assistance Program.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Brown motioned to approve and sign a MCH grant contract for services for special needs children with the State of Colorado.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Whinnery motioned to approve and sign a grant contract with CDPHE for immunizations.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Brown motioned to accept a donation to Public Health for use for seniors programs from the Hinsdale Jubileers in the amount of $9,642.64.  The Jubileers have dissolved their organization.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.  
Commissioner Brown motioned to approve and sign a contract for the Emergency Management Performance Support Grant for a maximum of $31,200.00.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Brown motioned to set a Special Meeting to be held on Monday, June 8, 2010 with Chip Taylor and Mike Smith with CCI, and to select administrator applications to be considered as required by CRS 24-6-402.  Beginning June 8, 2010 applicants will be interviewed and the finalists will be published in the Silver World Newspaper.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Whinnery motioned to approve and sign an amendment to the GIS Assessment Grant that will release San Juan County/Silverton’s share of $2,000.00 back to the Department of Local Affairs.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Under unscheduled business Commissioner Mangum motioned to table the letter to Congressman Salazar.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Whinnery motioned to pay all approved bills.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Official reports were given.

Meeting adjourned.

Commissioner Flynn Mangum called the Special Meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. on June 8, 2010.  Those present were Commissioner Flynn Mangum, Commissioner Stan Whinnery, Commissioner Allen Brown, Administrator Laurie Vierheller, Clerk Linda Ragle and general public.

Mr. Chip Taylor, new director for Colorado Counties Inc. and Mr. Mike Smith talked with the Commissioners about top concerns for Hinsdale County, district meetings, conferences, steering committees and services to counties.

The Commissioners received twenty five applicants for Administrator, interviewing of the applicants will begin on June 14, 2010. 

Meeting adjourned.

Commissioner Mangum called the Special Meeting on Grazing Permits to order at 1:35 p.m. on June 10, 2010.  Those present were Commissioner Mangum, Commissioner Whinnery, Commissioner Brown, John Murphy, Gunnison National Forest Service, Brian St. George, BLM, Forest Cadwell, Curtis Cadwell, Joe Youmans, Patrick and Jennifer Youmans, and Clerk Ragle.
Discussion followed on the frustration of losing grazing permits and the need for them.  The ranchers expressed their feelings on the good that grazing does for wildlife, helps to prevent wildfires, and the elk follow the cattle.

Joe Youmans needs grazing range this year and would like to have Fish Canyon back.   
The Cadwells asked about obtaining the Burton Wright and Howard permits?  They were told that if those permits were vacant that certainly they could apply for them for next year, not this year.
Brian stated that the BLM will get back with Joe Youmans in a couple of weeks to see what can be worked out on him getting a grazing permit for this year.
John Murphy will look into getting Forest Cadwell his Forest/BLM permit back.

Meeting adjourned.

Commissioner Mangum called the Special Meeting to order to interview applicants for the County Administrator position at 7:30 a.m. on June 14, 2010.  Those present were Commissioner Mangum, Commissioner Whinnery, Commissioner Brown, Administrator Vierheller, applicants and general public.  Seven applicants were interviewed.
Commissioner Mangum motioned to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters as authorized under CRS 24-6-402(4)(f).  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

The time is now 2:35 p.m. and the Executive Session has been concluded.  The participants in the Executive Session were Commissioner Mangum, Commissioner Whinnery, Commissioner Brown, Administrator Vierheller, and Enforcement Officer Curtis.

For the record, if any person who participated in the Executive Session believes that any substantial discussion of any matters not included in the motion to go into the Executive Session occurred during the Executive Session, or that any improper action occurred during the Executive Session in violation of the Open Meetings Law, I would ask that you state your concerns for the record.  There were no concerns stated.

Meeting reopened.
Commissioner Whinnery motioned to approve a letter to the Town of Lake City notifying them that the County is applying for a DOLA Energy Impact Grant for the Lake City Area Medical Center.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Meeting adjourned.

Commissioner Mangum called the Special Meeting to order to interview an applicant for the County Administrator position at 8:00 a.m. on June 15, 2010.  Those present were Commissioner Mangum, Commissioner Whinnery, Commissioner Brown, Administrator Vierheller, applicant and general public.

Meeting adjourned.

Commissioner Mangum called the Board of County Commissioners’ regular meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. on June 16, 2010 at the Sportsman’s Supply Recreation Hall in the Southend.  Those present were Commissioner Mangum, Commissioner Whinnery, Commissioner Brown, Administrator Vierheller, Sheriff Bruce, Road Supervisor Hurd, Road Foreman Snow, Enforcement Officer Curtis, Treasurer Carl, Clerk Ragle and general public.
The regular meeting was closed to hold a Public Hearing for proposed use of up to the remaining $19,450.00 of Title III funding received in 2010 for the Community Wildfire Protection Planning process.

The regular meeting was reconvened.

Commissioner Brown motioned to approve the agenda with one modification, to be added under unscheduled business, to consider approving Title III funds for the Community Wildfire Protection.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.

Under citizen comments Mr. John Taylor reported for the River Protection Workgroup.  This group was organized by the Southwest Water Conservation District and is against the Forest Service designating approximately sixteen rivers in the San Juan Basin to be designated as Wild & Scenic.  The River Protection Workgroup feels this is excessive and hoping to come up with a better plan.   
John stated that in 2002 we had a desperate situation where the lower states almost put a call on the Colorado River water.  If there is a call on the water, agriculture will take the brunt of the situation.    John feels that we should work with the State of Colorado to form a Water Bank.
Mike Reid with the Colorado Department of Wildlife and Kevin Kung with the Forest Service discussed concerns with the Piedra residents about hunting in the Triangle.  The Triangle Area is in Archuleta County and lies between McManus Rd, the Piedra Rd, and Kleckner Lane.  In the 1990’s the Nature Conservancy acquired that property and then the Forest Service required it and it was opened as public land.  The problem is that hunters shoot from one road across to another road making it a safety factor for humans and it is slaughter for the elk.  The Forest Service installed emergency regulation signs in 2006 that stated it is unlawful to stand or park during hunting season.   These signs are posted for three years maximum, so they asked the Piedra residents for their comments.  The citizens as a whole felt that the Triangle should be closed for hunting for rifle season but open for bow and musket.  The Forest Service encouraged Hinsdale County to work with Archuleta County on this matter.  The Commissioners responded that they will work with Archuleta County.
Bill Ivy and Kevin Kung with the Forest Service talked to the Piedra residents about a proposed gravel pit at the corner of Piedra Road and Taylor Lane that they feel would supply enough gravel for the next 100 years.  Jene Snow, Road and Bridge Foreman, stated that this is a very central location for a gravel pit and would cut cost to gravel the roads way down.  Matt Poma stated that his family is discussing building another pond on the Poma Ranch and would sell the gravel exclusively to the Forest Service and would like to discuss this with them.
Sheriff Bruce discussed law enforcement for the Southend.

Road Supervisor Hurd discussed the roads and the citizens appreciate how good the roads are in Hinsdale County.

Cindy Dozier gave a presentation on the proposed improvements and new building to be adjoined to the old Courthouse.

Discussion followed on the Debs Schoolhouse project.  The residents and Administrator Vierheller planned a meeting to be held the 3rd week of July 2010 in the Southend to continue the project.
Commissioner Whinnery motioned to approve and sign a grant contract between Hinsdale County Public Health and Region 10 Area on Aging for Homemaker Services.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Brown motioned to approve and sign a grant contract between Hinsdale County Public Health and Region 10 Area on Aging for Senior Coordinator services.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Brown motioned to approve and sign a grant application for Hinsdale County Public Health to CDPHE for Emergency Preparedness and Response Funding in the amount of $14,366.00.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Whinnery motioned to approve and sign a MOU between Hinsdale County and Hinsdale County Public Health Agency for mass sheltering at the Road and Bridge facility in the event of an emergency.  Commissioner Brown seconded.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Brown thanked Administrator Vierheller for the last five years of service and stated that she has done a great job and wished her the best.

Steven Bruce, owner of the Rockin MB Ranch explained to the Commissioners that the original plan for the Rockin MB Ranch was to have 4 parcels with 3 homes, 3 barns etc.  This would required that the roads within the property be standard subdivision roads.  The plan now is for 2 parcels with 2 homes, 2 garages, and 2 barns and Steven asked the Commissioners if he could then keep the roads a narrower two track ranch road?  Commissioner Brown motioned to approve a lesser road standard for 2 parcels for the Rockin MB Ranch.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.
Under unscheduled business Commissioner Brown motioned to approve the 
Title III funding received in 2010 for the Community Wildfire Protection Planning in the amount of $19,450.00.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.
Clerk Ragle asked the Piedra residents once again if they want to keep their Precinct for voting or to remain automatically permanent mail in voters?  The biggest reason to have only one precinct and remain permanent mail in voters is so no one knows how Precinct 2 and 3 vote.  The law requires that you tally by precinct.  Clerk Ragle asked them to think this over and if they agree and she doesn’t hear different she will drop Precinct 2 and 3 after the November General Election.

Commissioner Brown motioned to pay all approved bills.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.

Official reports were given.

Commissioner Brown motioned to approve the purchase of a new trailer with a capacity of 35 tons for Road and Bridge at the cost of $53,600.00.  These funds are budgeted and Robert feels he can sell the old 1986 trailer with a capacity of 25 tons for approximately $10,000.00.  Commissioner Whinnery seconded.  Motion carried.

Meeting adjourned.  The next regularly scheduled meeting for the Board of County Commissioners will be held on July 7, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. in the Commissioners Meeting Room.
