Members Present:  Cindy Dozier, Dan File, Paul Hudgeons Danielle Worthen and Nora Smith and Dan Murphy.
Members Absent:  Ray Ball was absent due to illness.
The meeting opened at 6 pm.  
The Planning Commission modified the agenda to include, under Old Business, a memorandum clarifying the number of primary structures per parcel.  The Planning Commission approved the agenda by consensus, with this modification.  
Paul Hudgeons moved and Danielle Worthen seconded a motion to approve the minutes of the 12-09-09 meeting without modifications. All were in favor.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS
Amendment to Policy for Appointment of Planning Commission Members

Paul Hudgeons moved and Dan File seconded a motion to recommend revision to the Planning Commission Policy on Appointments to allow Planning Commission members to be appointed at any time, at the discretion of the planning commission, as indicated on the revised copy attached as Exhibit A.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 
Clarification of Zoning
Paul Hudgeons moved and Danielle Worthen seconded a motion to adopt a position statement clarifying minimum standards in RAD 1 and RAD 2 with language as follows:  

“The sections concerning minimum standards for RAD1 and RAD2 in the Hinsdale County Zoning and Development regulations be clarified to state that the number of primary structures that may be constructed on a single parcel or lot may not exceed that amount that shall comply with the current health and safety standards, setbacks, separations and other requirements of the Hinsdale County Zoning and Development Regulations, state and federal law.”
The majority was in favor, with one Nay vote by Dan Murphy.  Motion carried.

A position statement with the foregoing language is attached to these minutes as Exhibit B.
NEW BUSINESS
Alpine Moose Subdivision – Preliminary Plat

The Planning Commission discussed the pre-existing boundary line issues on the property and agreed by consensus that the subdivision could go forward without the need to address these concerns.  The Planning Commission also discussed the easements on the property to Hinsdale County and recommended by consensus that the Board of County Commissioners consider abandoning or releasing these easements back to the property owner if they serve no current or future need of the county.
The planning commission waived all soils and geology mapping requirements, soil erosion and sedimentation control plan requirements, geologic investigation reports, and tables of soil interpretations for this subdivision by consensus.
Paul Hudgeons moved and Dan File seconded a motion to recommend approval the preliminary plat to the Board of County Commissioners, with no conditions.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

PLANNING COMMISSION

RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR APPOINTMENTS 

Pursuant to Section IV of the Hinsdale County, Colorado Planning Commission Bylaws and the authority vested pursuant to Article 28 of Title 30, Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended, the rules and regulations that the Planning Commission shall follow for the appointment of its membership are as follows:

1.
ADVERTISEMENT.  An advertisement shall be posted in a newspaper of general circulation in the County announcing that there is an open position on the Planning Commission and that interested parties may apply.  There shall also be listed in such advertisement an address and phone number where interested parties can find out more information regarding the position.

2.
LETTER OF INTENT.  Any person interested in applying for a vacant Planning Commission position shall submit a written letter to the Planning Commission announcing their interest in the position and their intention to serve if chosen.

3.
COMMISSION RESPONSE TO LETTER OF INTENT.
The Planning Commission shall respond in writing to any person applying for a vacant position with a summary of the Commission’s functions, the responsibilities that a Planning Commission member is expected to undertake, the approximate time commitment that one shall be expected to make to serve on the Commission, and a copy of the Commission’s Bylaws.

4.
APPLICANT QUESTIONNAIRE.  Along with the above-mentioned items, the Planning Commission shall also send the applicant a written questionnaire with a series of pertinent questions to be answered and returned to the Planning Commission by the applicant.

5.
APPLICANT INTERVIEW.  Subsequent to the review of the questionnaire by the Planning Commission, and if the Commission deems that the applicant may be an appropriate candidate for the position, the applicant shall be invited to a formal interview in front of the Commission.  The interview shall take place at the next scheduled Planning Commission meeting after the questionnaire is turned in, or as soon thereafter as reasonably practicable.  Questions that shall be asked of the applicant include, but are not limited to, the following:


a.
Are you a resident of Hinsdale County?


b.
Why do you want to serve on the Planning Commission?

c.
Are you available to attend all Planning Commission meetings and workshops?

d.
Do you know of any conflicts of interest that may hinder your ability to serve on the Planning Commission?

e.
Can you describe any work or volunteer experience that you believe to be valuable in carrying out the responsibilities of a Planning Commission member?

f.
Would you be able to consistently follow applicable laws and ordinances, even if they may be in conflict with your personal opinions or ideals?

g.
Are you familiar with the Hinsdale County Zoning and Development Regulations?

h.
Do you have any ideas for changing or improving the Hinsdale County Zoning and Development Regulations?

i.
Are you able to sit across the table from someone you are familiar with and whom you may consider to be a friend and turn them down on a project that does not comply with applicable regulations?

6. APPLICANT CONSIDERATION.


a. At the discretion of the Planning Commission, a vote regarding whether to recommend each applicant could be made (following Robert’s Rules of Order criteria) that same night.

b. The Agenda for this meeting would read: “Review letters of application, Interview applicants, and make recommendations to the BOCC at the discretion of the PC.”
